Notice of this meeting along with the agenda was simultaneously
given in advance to all members of the Board. Notice of this meeting was given in advance by
posting, a designated method for giving notice; a copy of proof of posting is attached to these
minutes.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS

Mayor Jarecki informed the public about the location of the current copy of the
Open Meetings Act posted in the Council Chambers. The Mayor stated the new League
Health Insurance for City employees will be a substantial savings from the previous
health insurance company.

A formal Interlocal Agreement is
necessary for membership into LIGHT. Clerk Devine stated that by switching to this
new health insurance group the savings on premium will take the levy back down to
what it currently is. Councilman Porter made a motion to introduce and approve
Resolution 112(22) Authorizing membership in the League Insurance Government
Health Team, second by Tisthammer. Vote: Yeas; Tisthammer, Porter, Dailey. Nays;
None. Absent; Johnson.

4. CONSIDER ACCEPTANCE OF UTILITY EASEMENT FROM LFH PROPERTIES, LLC
CONSISTING OF THE WEST 20 FEET OF LOT 1, NIEWOHNER’S SOUTHEAST ADDITION,
